Fil Campbell & Tom McFarland

Fil Campbell and Tom McFarland are a husband and wife duo from Co. Down in Ireland who performs a mixed programme of traditional and contemporary Irish songs accompanied by guitar and percussion.  They present a lively fun evening of old and new material with plenty of choruses to give audiences lots of opportunities to join in.  

Fil has recorded 5 CDs to date, all produced by Tom: the most recent have been 2 CDs of popular Irish folk songs from the 30s and 40s entitled Songbirds.  The material from these albums forms the basis of their folk club set while also dipping into some of the contemporary songs from the earlier CDs.  

Fil and Tom having been regular performers on the UK folk circuit since the mid 1990s and have played at some of the most prestigious folk clubs in both Scotland and England.  They have also appeared at the St. Patrick’s Day Festival in the London Borough of Brent, the Irish Centre in Hammersmith and at many folk festivals across the country.

The Songbird recordings were the focus of a TV documentary series in Ireland in 2006 which profiled the lives and music of women singers from the early 20th century – Delia Murphy, Margaret Barry, Mary O’Hara, Bridie Gallagher and Ruby Murray.   Fil and Tom’s production company, Glenshee Productions, produced the series and the documentaries were built around Fil’s renditions of these old favourite songs.
